REGULAR MEETING 

1. Call to Order. 
Vice Chair Chris Downard called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  
2. Declaration of Conflicts of Interest.

There were no conflicts of interest declared.  
NEW BUSINESS

3. Swearing In of Lori Rose to the Planning & Zoning Commission.
Lori Rose was sworn in as a member of the Planning and Zoning Commission.  

4. Elect a Chairperson for Planning and Zoning Commission.  
Daniel Snyder moved to nominate Chris Downard to serve as Planning and Zoning Commission Chairperson.  Kim Spendlove seconded the motion.  

There were no other nominations.  
Vote on motion:  Kim Spendlove-Aye, Daniel Snyder-Aye, Larry Amodt-Aye, Lori Rose-Aye, Chris Downard-Abstained.  The motion passed unanimously with one abstention.  
OLD BUSINESS
5. Discussion on the Future Land Use and Procedures for Amendment.  
The current land use map was reviewed and discussed.  It was determined that the map displayed did not include all of the Town of Virgin.  Nicole McDermott from Form Tomorrow introduced herself and indicated that she would be replacing Elissa Black.  She explained that Form Tomorrow’s preference is to uphold the public process beyond a public hearing.  The intent is to get a great deal of input prior to the public hearing so that the map has more weight with the public.  She recommended the public have a role in producing the map.  
It was clarified that the future land use map will be part of the general plan.  Ms. McDermott and Form Tomorrow were directed to proceed to produce the maps with the zones that are already in it.  Ms. McDermott suggested the possibility of including a copy of the proposed map in the newsletter.  Those who want to examine it more closely can view it in the town office.  It was noted that changes will need to be made to the text of the general plan to support the change to the future land use map.  Proposed text changes were discussed.  Noticing requirements were reviewed.  
Chair Downard asked Ms. McDermott to begin working to produce a map of existing zoning and asked staff to begin the noticing process.  Ms. McDermott recommended the town contact the Five Counties Association of Governments to get their recommendation on how to proceed.  
The land use survey was discussed.  Ms. McDermott thought a good starting point might be a survey to introduce citizens to the idea that things are happening in the town.  She offered to draft survey questions that could then be modified by the planning commission.  Once complete the survey can be distributed.  Lee Ballard agreed to work with Ms. McDermott in drafting the survey.  
6. Review with Possible Approval the Minutes of the January 13, 2010, Planning and Zoning Commission Meeting.  
The minutes were reviewed and modified.  
Daniel Snyder moved to approve the minutes of January 13, 2010, as amended.  Kim Spendlove seconded the motion.  Vote on motion:  Kim Spendlove-Aye, Daniel Snyder-Aye, Larry Amodt-Aye, Lori Rose-Abstained, Chris Downard-Aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  
7. Commissioner Comments.  
Lori Rose reported on the Streets and Road Committee and stated that they are working to pick up the pace and support the town’s efforts with regard to the land use map.  
Daniel Snyder brought up the issue of cell phone towers and asked if the matter should be put on the town council’s agenda for discussion.  Lee Ballard stated that such a discussion should originate with the commission who can make a recommendation to the council.  The matter was to be added to the next planning commission agenda.  Cell phone service issues were discussed.  Lee Ballard commented that those with Verizon as their service provider have very poor service in town.  She encouraged Verizon customers to contact Verizon and threaten to change cell providers unless they locate on the existing tower.
