REGULAR MEETING 

1. Call to Order. 
Chair Chris Downard called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  
2. Declaration of Conflicts of Interest.

There were no conflicts of interest declared.  
NEW BUSINESS

3. Discussion of Concept Plan for a Proposed RV Park on Highway 9 and Mesa Road – Laron Hall.
Laron Hall stated that they have several sources of possible funding but want to first make sure they can get the desired zoning designation prior to pursuing anything further.  The subject property was identified.  
Town Council Liaison, Lee Ballard, reported that she had a conversation with Mr. Hall at which time she tried to avoid discussing his particular project and informed him of his options with regard to the ordinance.  She explained that the town determined that these types of overnight uses belong at the other end of town and that there are various reasons why the use is not listed in the Commercial Zone.  She noted that adding the use to the Commercial Zone would undermine the CLF ordinance.  Currently the existing RV Park is in the Resort Zone.  

Larry Amodt remarked that Chapter 21 was written exclusively for the existing RV Park.  Mr. Hall asked what the process would be to have the zoning changed.  Bill Adams stated that the first step would be to have the request reviewed by the Planning and Zoning Commission who can approve or deny the request.  The matter would then be heard by the Town Council who similarly would approve or deny.  

Larry Amodt stated that meetings were conducted over a two-year period, all of which were well attended.  As a result, there was a vocal understanding of the citizens’ desires.  A determination was made as to what the Highway Resort Zone was to be and the description in the ordinance includes the subject property.  The Resort Zone was intentionally placed at the opposite end of town and is defined by tax numbers.  If a public hearing is held, Commissioner Amodt would expect the residents of Desert Gardens to show up in mass and want to know why an RV Park was being proposed across the street from a residential subdivision.

Lee Ballard recalled that Andy Anderson was also very vocal about having originally planned to develop a campground/RV park on his property.  When the new zoning was adopted that was no longer allowed.  Were Mr. Hall to proceed, it was recommended that he begin the zone change application process.  
Kim Spendlove commented that he was not a resident of Virgin when the existing RV Park was developed.  If so, he would have been totally opposed to it because until now he had never seen an RV Park not turn into a trailer court.  In the end that was not the case and the park has been well maintained and an asset to the community.  Commissioner Spendlove asked how the proposal will impact Virgin’s septic system.  Mr. Hall stated that he was in the process of contacting the sewer district in that regard.  He mentioned that the facility they plan to model their park after is highly rated and of the highest quality.  Mr. Hall explained that while many cannot afford to buy second homes, they can afford an RV.  As a result, he anticipated an increased need for RV facilities.  With regard to sewer, Kim Spendlove stated that if the town ever contaminates the Virgin River, they will be forced to switch to a sewer system.  Water availability issues were discussed.  

OLD BUSINESS
4. Further Discussion on Creation of General Plan Amendments – Future Land Use Maps.
A copy of the future land use maps showing the proposed changes was reviewed and discussed.  Lee Ballard asked about the time schedule for the survey.  Kim Spendlove reported that an online version can be created that citizens can access from the town’s website.  There was discussion about the types of questions to be included in the survey.  
5. Review with Possible Approval of the Minutes from the April 14, 2010, Planning and Zoning Commission Meeting. 
The minutes were reviewed. 
Daniel Snyder moved to approve the minutes of the April 14, 2010, Planning and Zoning Commission Meeting.  Kim Spendlove seconded the motion.  Vote on motion:  Kim Spendlove-Aye, Daniel Snyder-Aye, Chris Downard-Aye, Larry Amodt-Aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  
6. Commissioner Comments.  

Larry Amodt reported that he recently attended a meeting hosted by the Five County Association of Governments.  He noted that they work to protect scenic views but was bothered by the fact that they have not decided how much area is to be included.  He was told that there are representatives from each town on the committee but Tom Dansie did not know who Virgin’s representative is.  If the effort is pushed to the point that it becomes a federal designation and money is expended, he suggested someone from the town make sure that a representative is appointed and that information is reported back to the town.  
Lee Ballard commented that the Corridor Management Plan will be useful, regardless of whether the town pursues a highway designation.  Issues pertaining to federal designations were discussed.

7. Adjourn Planning and Zoning Meeting.

Larry Amodt moved to adjourn.  Daniel Snyder seconded the motion.  Vote on motion:  Kim Spendlove-Aye, Daniel Snyder-Aye, Chris Downard-Aye, Larry Amodt-Aye.  The motion passed unanimously.
