WORK MEETING

Mayor Grow called the work meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  
1. Discuss Irrigation Issues.

Mayor Grow stated that the above matter was on the agenda because it seems that each time digging takes place in Town an irrigation line is hit and the Town has to pay to repair it.  The Mayor suggested letters be sent asking that the two irrigation companies be liable to mark the irrigation lines similar to how the Town marks water lines.  

Bill Adams commented that there is a notice in the post office from someone wanting to sell three-quarters of a water share.  Mayor Grow was interested and was of the opinion that the Town should buy water shares that become available.  Lee Ballard stated that she was informed by Jason that he is an expert at pricing water.  He offered to help the Town if there are questions about how to bid or what to pay for it.  He also suggested the Town attempt to get first right of refusal on excess water shares people own.  Mayor Grow was of the understanding that Sierra Bella owns water shares that they might be interested in selling.  

2. Discuss Election Issues (electronic, paper or mail-in ballots) and Training on May 28.
Mayor Grow reported that this year the County has put the responsibility of elections in the hands of the Town.  He stated that the Council should decide whether to do electronic, paper, or mail-in ballots.  A training was scheduled for May 28.  He noted that a decision needs to be made by July 1.  Cost issues were discussed.  The Mayor was of the opinion that fewer responses would be received with the mail-in option.  Town Clerk, Karri Olds, stated that two states do strictly mail-in and get between 86 and 89 percent.  Mayor Grow reported that Virgin has the highest percentage in the state.  

Bill Adams stated that he has been an election judge for five consecutive years and the County, even for local elections, has conducted the election.  Mayor Grow stated that the County will not conduct this year’s election because there are no County or State elections scheduled.  The Mayor supported the idea of running the election from the Town Office.  

3. Bid Period for Sale of John Deere Backhoe.

Possible requirements pertaining to the length of the advertisement for the John Deere backhoe were discussed.  Luke Stevens did not believe a specific time period was required but that three bids must be received.  Mayor Grow suggested a determination be made as to the minimum requirement and advertise the minimum.  The Mayor asked if a minimum bid amount should be listed.  Bruce Densley did not think a minimum should be listed and was of the understanding that the Town has the right to refuse all bids.  The Mayor suggested the Town act quickly.  Bill Adams suggested the three bids obtained be qualified.  

4. Discussion of Failure of Planning & Zoning Commission to Discuss Presented Items.
The above item was put on the agenda by Bill Adams who was of the opinion that anyone who makes application to do something with their property should be given a fair hearing.  He recalled that the matter in question, involving a proposed bed and breakfast, was discussed at the last Council Meeting.  When the Planning Commission refused to put the matter on the agenda, a hearing was scheduled before the Board of Adjustment who heard the matter.  An opinion was received from the Town Attorney who believed the Board made an appropriate finding.  Council Member Adams looked forward to seeing the issue back on the Planning and Zoning Commission agenda for an appropriate hearing.  

Lee Ballard noticed in the minutes that the Board of Adjustment recommended the issue be listed on the Planning and Zoning Commission agenda as a discussion item.  She thought that was a good idea since an amendment to the ordinance will be needed to do what is planned.  Bill Adams clarified that he has no opinion on the merits of the request but believed it was only fair that a hearing be conducted.  

Mayor Grow stated that there are places in Town where the proposed business could be developed.  Planning Commission Chair, Adele Pincock, stated that staff informed the applicant that the Commission cannot hear an application for a use that is not allowed in the zone.  The applicant was also told that he should ask to have his request put on the agenda as a discussion item in order to present his case as to why the Town should consider amending the ordinance to allow the requested use.  She explained that the applicant was given appropriate feedback from the Town.  Ms. Pincock clarified that the applicant never asked that the matter be put on the agenda as a discussion item.  The applicant submitted a conditional use permit application for a bed and breakfast use in a Rural Residential Zone.  Luke Stevens asked why the matter went to the Board of Adjustment if the applicant did not ask that the matter be included on the agenda as a discussion item.  Ms. Pincock stated that he requested a use variance from the Board of Adjustment.  

Bruce Densley asked what the procedure is and how applicants should begin the process.  He believed there should be a policy in place for applicants to follow.  In addition, there should be a means for applicants to be heard.  Lee Ballard stated that there could be an application to request a change to the General Plan, which would involve making a presentation and getting feedback from the Planning Commission.  In Luke Stevens’ opinion, the applicants should have found the right approach to take, which would have been to be heard by the Planning Commission.  Mayor Grow stated that the applicants were invited to do that.  He stated that in the future the Town will not accept applications for a use that is not allowed.  He explained that the applicants were invited to discuss the matter with the Commission but were not interested in proceeding since the agenda item would not reference approval of a conditional use.  It was noted that the Board of Adjustment elected to take no action because it was not appropriate.  

5. Discussion of Proposed Sign Ordinance.  
Mayor Grow stated that the sign ordinance was not included on tonight’s agenda since it was only recommended the previous week and there was no time for appropriate review.  He received a significant amount of feedback from business owners in Town and suggested a work meeting be scheduled.  

Adele Pincock stated that she searched her records and found that the sign ordinance first came up when Susan Parrish was still serving on the Planning Commission because she obtained the Springdale Ordinance for the Town to use as a model.  An official public hearing was held on October 1, 2008 at which time Ms. Pincock stated that a draft was not yet available for comment and review but that comments and ideas would be welcome at a future date.  Since that time, review of the sign ordinance has been on the Planning and Zoning Commission agenda each month.  In addition, a special meeting was held in April.  At the October public hearing the Commission presented a letter summarizing the request from the most prominent business owners in Town with regard to what they would like to see the sign ordinance accomplish.  The Commission tried very hard to include all of the items requested.  Ms. Pincock was grateful to have obtained input from the business owners since they would be most impacted by the sign ordinance.  The feedback provided in their letter became the framework for the ordinance.  

Ms. Pincock had heard complaints that the public and business owners did not participate in the process or have an opportunity to provide input.  She strongly disagreed and stated that she and others asked repeatedly for input from the community.  The input received from the business owners was incorporated into the draft.  

Bob Korros thought there were flaws throughout the ordinance and that the idea of using Springdale as a model also creates a problem.  He stated that the business owners have spoken individually with staff but never met as a group to discuss the matter.  Mayor Grow stated that over the next month he would like to hear Mr. Korros’ feedback.  

Mr. Korros stated that he spoke with various people who were supposed to have been on board with the ordinance but were not.  He stated that his business depends on signs and the lack of signage on his property was due to the restrictive regulations of the current sign ordinance.  He stated that he did everything he was told to and nothing more.  He then put up one lean to sign and the Town “went crazy”.  Mayor Grow stated that there was not just one sign involved but at least 10.  He suggested a work meeting be scheduled with the Planning and Zoning Commission, the Town Council, and the business owners.  The Mayor felt like the Commission had worked hard on the ordinance to make it better for the business owners.  Mr. Korros stated that he was told that the Town wanted to work with the business owners but each suggestion he made was disregarded.  Mr. Korros asked for cooperation from the Town.  

Lee Ballard observed that each time a concern has been expressed, it has been addressed or discussed to the point that everyone was clear as to why the proposed language was included in the ordinance.  For example, Mr. Korros wanted two flags, which were not allowed for in the draft.  In response, the verbiage was changed to allow for two flags.  Similar changes were made throughout the process.  

Andy Anderson remarked that this is the worst economic time anyone has seen and other cities are begging for help.  He stated that he personally went through the approval process and it took one year for a horseback riding operation to be approved on his property.  He noted that it has since gone out of business and attributed its failure to the fact that the approval process took too long and the business owner ran out of money.  Mr. Anderson stated that he planned to expand his business but was afraid to because he can’t afford to wait for the Town to act.  

Luke Stevens sensed bitterness and anger from both Mr. Korros and Mr. Anderson and stated that if they participated in the drafting of the sign ordinance they should be satisfied with it.  Mr. Korros stated that he worked with the Town and proposed changes that were later eliminated.  

Bill Adams stated that the Planning Commission has worked on the ordinance for a long time and he attended several of their meetings.  The most recent review was long and exhaustive.  He believed that in the end the Commission has proposed a sign ordinance that addresses all issues and concerns.  He considered it a compromise, which requires concessions on both sides.  Council Member Adams suggested the Mayor set a deadline for the following month at which time a vote should be taken.  In the meantime, another meeting can be conducted to include all concerned.  Because the proposed ordinance is a concession, he did not think the business owners should expect to get everything they want.  He noted that many in Town don’t want a large commercial zone and also will have to compromise.  

Mr. Anderson stated that the intent is not to look like Las Vegas but similarly, they don’t want to be a drive-by either.  The goal of the business owners is to be a destination.  He liked the idea of the bed and breakfast use and encouraged such a business in the community.  With regard to speed limit issues, Mayor Grow stated that it was extremely difficult to slow the speed limit down to 45 miles per hour.  Mr. Anderson wanted to see a sign ordinance that will benefit the business owners and help attract new business.  He hoped the Town would not be in a hurry and act deliberately.

Mayor Grow stated that currently a resolution is in place requiring signs currently posted to possibly be required to be removed once the sign ordinance goes into effect.  He realized this creates a burden on businesses that the Town does not want to impose.  Mr. Korros did not think anyone realized that the goal of business owners is to bring more money into the Town.  He stated that both he and Mr. Anderson have owned businesses in Virgin for years and have worked with the Town and adhered to the ordinances, which in his opinion don’t work with regard to signage.  

REGULAR MEETING
6. Call to Order – Mayor John Grow.
Mayor Grow called the regular meeting to order at 7:12 p.m.  

7. Pledge and Opening Remarks.
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  

8. Declaration of Conflicts of Interest.  
No conflicts of interest were declared.  

NEW BUSINESS

9. Discussion with Possible Approval of the Planning Commission Recommended Approval of Leaming Cove Subdivision, Division of Land Waiver (Subject to Opinions of the Town Attorney and Virgin Town Fire Chief).
Mayor Grow stated that an opinion was received back from the Town Attorney.  Fire Chief, Sandra Grow, was unable to be in attendance.  The Mayor studied the turnaround issue and found that it meets the requirements.  The applicant asked for more time to construct the cul-de-sac.  The Mayor reported that the Town still holds the bond on it.  He stated that the applicant will be required to weatherproof the hammerhead now and complete the remaining improvements later.  He stated that at some point a deadline will need to be imposed on completion of the cul-de-sac.  Luke Stevens suggested the applicant be given six months to complete the work.  If not completed, he suggested the Town use the bond.  Mayor Grow did not want to do that and stated that the bond is not enough to complete the work.  He explained that the hammerhead will be finished immediately.  He explained that the Town held the bond because all of the improvements were not completed. 

Lee Ballard’s understanding was that there is a problem with drainage on that street and there may need to be a place for the water to go.  The Mayor stated that when the applicant continues on with the street, more of an issue will be created.  He noted that the applicant is supposed to install a drain down to the river.  

Setback issues were discussed.  It was determined that the proposed setbacks do not comply and need to be modified.  

Bruce Densley moved to approve the recommendation for Leaming Cove with the condition that the Fire Chief sign off on the turnaround as being appropriate.  Luke Stevens seconded the motion.  

Bill Adams stated that installation of curb, gutter, and sidewalk will be the responsibility of whoever purchases the property.  Mayor Grow stated that the only way that would ever happen is if the highway were to have curb and gutter up and down the street.  Mayor Grow did not envision that ever happening.  
Vote on motion:  Lee Ballard-Aye, Luke Stevens-Aye, Bill Adams-Aye, Bruce Densley-Aye, Mayor John Grow-Aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  
Water issues were discussed.  Situations where property owners are paying water fees but not being able to access water were discussed.  One property owner in particular would like to be able to plant trees on his property and have the ability to water them while he waits to build a home.  Lee Ballard suggested some sort of formal policy be adopted.  

10. Discussion with Possible Approval Appointing Bill Adams as Bureau of Land Management Spokesperson/Signor for Virgin Town.
Bruce Densley moved to appoint Bill Adams as the spokesman for the Town assigned to deal with the Bureau of Land Management.  Lee Ballard seconded the motion.  Vote on motion:  Lee Ballard-Aye, Luke Stevens-Aye, Bill Adams-Aye, Bruce Densley-Aye, Mayor John Grow-Aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Bill Adams stated that estimates were obtained for start-up costs.  He thought his plan could be accepted by the BLM if it is expanded to include a town hall, school, or similar structure on the south side of the 80 acres.  The north side would be developed as a park.  Council Member Adams indicated that the BMX Park comprises only 10 acres of the total of 80.  Mayor Grow was of the understanding that the parcel above the cemetery could be used to develop future low income housing, an elementary school, or a church.  The Mayor identified the three parcels to be obtained and indicated that an environmental impact study would be needed for each.  

11. Discussion with Possible Adoption of a Resolution Allowing a Water Hook-Up without a Building Permit.  
Mayor Grow stated that the resolution was reviewed previously by the Council at which time all Members seemed to be in agreement.  The document was reviewed and discussed.  

Luke Stevens asked if an applicant would be required to pay the hook-up fee to the district.  Mayor Grow responded that if someone lives in a subdivision where the fee has already been paid, they will need to pay the $500 fee to the Town and a full water bill.  If someone owns a parcel where the Water Conservancy District’s portion of the impact fee has not been paid, they will have to pay the $2,065 fee, the $500 Town fee, and the water bill.  

Luke Stevens was concerned that someone will move ahead and construct a garage on their property and live in it.  Mayor Grow stated that a permit would not be allowed in that case.  Lee Ballard stated that an outbuilding cannot be built unless it is accessory to something.  Luke Stevens stated that similar actions have taken place in the past.  Mayor Grow stated that if there are abuses, the water meter can be removed.  

Bruce Densley moved to adopt a resolution allowing a water hook-up without a building permit per Resolution 2009-5-20-A.  Bill Adams seconded the motion.  Vote on motion:  Lee Ballard-Aye, Luke Stevens-Aye, Bill Adams-Aye, Bruce Densley-Aye, Mayor John Grow-Aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  
12. Discussion with Possible Adoption of a Resolution Stating Town Policy on Records of Public Meetings.  
Mayor Grow stated that the above agenda item is the result of a change to the new State record.  Lee Ballard stated that the Legislature changed the law to now require draft minutes to be available upon request and recordings made available to the public.  

Bill Adams commented on the requirement for minutes and stated that the language refers to a draft summary which in his view is not the same as minutes.  He suggested the two be discussed separately.  Mayor Grow stated that the Town discussed having summary minutes for years and is what they really need.  Bill Adams referred to Section 52-4-302(1) which states that written minutes and recordings shall be kept of all open meetings, not a summary.  The language then goes on to describe written minutes, not a summary.  Mayor Grow stated that in reviewing minutes from other cities, they are a summary.  The difference between a transcription and minutes was discussed.  Lee Ballard stated that the section referred to defines minutes and provides the information that has to be included.  A verbatim transcript of the meeting is not required.  She was of the belief that the words “summary” and “minutes” mean the same thing.  She recommended item B be modified to specify “minutes”.  The Mayor agreed and stated that reference does not need to be made to “summary”.  

Further requirements were discussed.  Lee Ballard explained that the draft minutes have to be completed within a “reasonable time”.  The recording has to be made available within three business days following the meeting.  Council Member Ballard stated that written minutes must be available within 20 days.  

Lee Ballard moved to approve Resolution Number 2009-5-20-B pertaining to public records with the change removing “a written summary” and replacing it with “minutes” under item B.  Bruce Densley seconded the motion.  Vote on motion:  Lee Ballard-Aye, Luke Stevens-Abstained, Bill Adams-Aye, Bruce Densley-Aye, Mayor John Grow-Aye.  The motion passed 4-to-0 with one abstention.  

13. Review of the Preliminary Budget for 2009-2010 Fiscal Year – Ray Golata.
A work meeting was scheduled for June 1, 2009, at 6:00 p.m.  A public hearing was to be held on the matter in June.  Town Treasurer, Ray Golata, stated that in order to raise taxes the budget must be adopted by June 22.  Mayor Grow saw no reason to raise taxes.  Mr. Golata pointed out that there is a shortfall of $70,000 to $80,000 that needs to be addressed.  

Lee Ballard asked if some of the expenses can be moved to the Water Department as she thought some of the expenses can be attributed to the Water Department.  She asked if there had been a complete review of Town roads to make sure the Town is getting all of the B&C Road funds possible.  Mayor Grow stated that a study has been conducted and needs to be recorded with the State.  Council Member Ballard stated that doing so would make a huge difference.  

Bruce Densley suggested the stipend to the Planning and Zoning Commission be increased by $5 per month, the Mayor by $20, and the Council by $10.  Bill Adams stated that in light of the fact that the Town is $70,000 in the red, he would not support it.  

Fire District issues were discussed.  Bruce Densley stated that meetings will be held during a public gathering where a representative will be present to answer questions.  The issue was to be presented to the Town in at least two public forums between now and the election.  Mayor Grow stated that on the 4th there is a Town-sponsored event.  He suggested Chief Kuhlman be asked to set up a booth.  

Lee Ballard moved to table approval of the preliminary budget for the 2009-2010 fiscal year and schedule a work meeting for June 1 at 6:00 p.m.  Bruce Densley seconded the motion.  Vote on motion:  Lee Ballard-Aye, Luke Stevens-Aye, Bill Adams-Aye, Bruce Densley-Aye, Mayor John Grow-Aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  

14. Discussion with Possible Approval of the April 22, 2009 Town Council Minutes.  
The minutes of April 22, 2009 were reviewed and modified.  
Luke Stevens moved to accept the minutes of April 22, 2009, as amended.  Lee Ballard seconded the motion.  Vote on motion:  Lee Ballard-Aye, Luke Stevens-Aye, Bill Adams-Aye, Bruce Densley-Aye, Mayor John Grow-Aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  
OPEN FORUM:

Peter Stempel was present and stated that while public process is always encouraged at meetings; the dynamic of the merchants talking directly to the Council is skewing the discussion.  He thought there was a broader cross-section of the public that is interested in the issues.  He got the impression that the situation was construed as a negotiation between the business owners and the Council.  Mayor Grow stated that citizens ought to be involved in the process as well.  Mr. Stempel stated that the meeting needs to be noticed so that a larger cross-section of the public can get involved.  He hoped future meetings will be productive and not a shout session.  

In response to a question raised by Mr. Golata, the Council indicated that staff can provide business owners with the results of the Town survey but not the details of each response.  Adele Pincock suggested the idea of hiring a neutral facilitator for the meeting.  The potential cost was discussed.  Ms. Pincock stated that both she and Peter Stempel are professional facilitators although it might not be appropriate for either of them to facilitate at the upcoming meeting.  Mr. Stempel wanted to better understand from the Council the purpose of the meeting.  If the purpose is to solicit public feedback, then a meeting could be held in short order.  If the purpose is to solicit input in order to recraft the ordinance, a workshop should be conducted.  

He commented that the fundamental question is whether or not the Town has the right to regulate signs.  If business owners do not feel the proposed regulation is reasonable, they should be asked for details of a reasonable framework of regulation.  Thus far, that was a question none of the business owners have been willing to answer.  Mr. Stempel suggested the Council hear the opinions of the business owners.  He reported that that he is a professional and offers support, however, as a resident of the Town he did not want to be involved or compromise the process.  

Mr. Stempel indicated that the statement that all of the business owners in Town are upset is incorrect.  The reality is that there are numerous business owners in the community who are doing well and might be too intimidated to get involved.  Mr. Stempel stated that if the intent is to solicit public input, the Council should first understand the intent behind soliciting the input and make sure input is solicited from a broad cross-section so that the Council’s role is that of a mediator rather than a protagonist.  

Mayor Grow thought the Town should send the business owners a letter stating that the matter will be on the June agenda and invite them to submit specific comments and concerns to the Town Office for the Council’s review.  Lee Ballard suggested line numbers be added to the draft document.  

Adele Pincock thought it was important for the record to reflect that the Planning Commission has tried diligently to get input from the public and business owners specifically.  She invited the Town Council Members to take time to read the letters the business owners submitted for the October 1, 2008 public hearing and review the minutes from October through May 2008 of specific requests made.  She stated that almost without exception requests by business owners have been addressed.  Ms. Olds was directed to compile the specified information and compile it into one document.  

Bruce Densley had concerns and recognized the need to increase the tax base in Town.  He stated that anything that can be done to expedite the process will be beneficial.  He understood that many people who want to start businesses in Town have a limited amount of capital.  As a citizen, it frustrates him to see issues drawn out for months while going through the process.  He was not suggesting that any of the requirements be skipped but hoped the process could be as efficient as possible.  In the case of Ms. Gulbranson, whose horseback riding business failed, the signage that was allowed would have been difficult to see from the highway.  Council Member Densley realized that advertising and signage is critical to many businesses.  Mr. Stempel commented that signage is only one part of a larger business strategy.  Bruce Densley agreed but stated that the effects of a reasonable sign cannot be minimized.  

Luke Stevens stated that if he was a business owner coming into Virgin at a time when no ordinance is in place for an ice cream shop, for example, he would find one and bring the ordinance to the Town and ask them to look at it, adjust it, and adopt it if he wanted the business to begin operating within a certain time period.  He would not wait for a group that meets only once per month to act.  He was of the belief that the Town has gone out of its ways for many applicants.  His view was that the Council can only do so much within the time they are given.  Bruce Densley agreed but wanted to make sure the Council is as efficient and expeditious as possible.  He commented that he had not heard specifics pertaining to the desires of the business owners.  

Luke Stevens reported on a recent meeting he attended where a resolution was considered to increase uncovered load fees from $5 to $10.  In addition, Zion National Park plans to offer recycling and is willing to pay for it to be collected.  Council Member Stevens next reported that steps will soon be taken to drill for methane gas.  Two test wells will be drilled to determine what kind of methane is emitted.  Next he reported that the hours of Dixie Deer (?) were changed with a split decision.  Council Member Stevens stated that he spoke with Commissioner Drake about Kolob Road who indicated that they would be willing to help out but the Town would first need to provide him with a proposal.  

Mayor Grow reported that he met with Ron Thompson on water issues and indicated that the proposed road location does not work.  A new proposal was drafted showing three alternate routes.  

Efforts made to slow traffic were discussed.  Bruce Densley stated that some months ago the Council discussed the sign heading south on Highway 9 that points toward Mesa Road showing a T.  The Town planned to ask UDOT to install a crossing there to help prevent accidents.  Mayor Grow stated that in addition he requested a 45 mph limit on top of the hill near Sierra Bella.  He reported that UDOT won’t have funding until June.  Bruce Densley was concerned about safety.  

Council Member Densley commented that Sheep Bridge Road is getting very dusty and the rock company needs to water it down periodically.  Mayor Grow stated that their meter was confiscated for lack of payment.  Mr. Golata stated that the bill was eventually paid and the meter reissued.  Mayor Grow could find no evidence of them having a business license in Virgin.  Licensure issues were discussed.  

Mayor Grow stated that Liahona was contacted the previous afternoon and had 15 men at the cemetery at 9:00 a.m. to help clean up.  He suggested their help be recognized.  

Lee Ballard stated that for years it has been difficult for her to explain to people why the ordinance would be undermined by a use like a bed and breakfast.  She tried to put the details into writing in a way that could be easily understood.  A copy of her comments were submitted and made part of the record.
