TELEPHONE POLL MEETING MINUTES

Wednesday, July 1, 2009
Following is a synopsis of the discussion submitted to the Town Council members by e-mail on Tuesday, June 30, 2009, regarding the purchase of Fire Hydrants and pipe for increasing the water line along SR 9 from the Liahona Academy property to the East side of Virgin Town.
 The June 30, 2009 e-mail to Town Council members by Town Treasurer Ray Golata stated:

Attached you will find bids from three vendors offering to supply material for the Water Department Capital Projects, which were discussed at the last few Town Council meetings.   It was originally expected that these purchases would be part of the $20,000 expected to be spent in the budget year ending 6/30/2009.  However do to unforeseen delays, we will amend our recently adopted budget for the fiscal year ending 6/30/2010 in order to accurately reflect which fiscal year these purchases are being made.  
The three bids for more Fire Hydrants along with associated additional hardware are in the attached 6-25-09 Fire Hydrant Bids.pdf file.   The second attachment is for the three bids to supply the larger pipe and additional necessary hardware to upgrade the main water line to the East side of Virgin after the larger water line improvements being paid for by Liahona.  Those bids appear in the 6-25-09 SR 9 Wtr Line Bids.pdf file.  We are still awaiting bids for the installation of the new, larger water line along SR 9, as that improvement is more than Chris Holm can handle by himself.  Chris should be able to handle the installation of additional fire hydrants.
A couple of additional points are worth noting.  The Ferguson fire hydrant bid is only for (4) fire hydrants @ $1,050.00 each, but they have agreed to give the town a second set of (4) additional fire hydrants at no additional cost, if they are selected as the successful bidder on both their Fire Hydrant & SR 9 Wtr Line bids.  The Mountainland fire hydrant bid is based upon supplying (6) fire hydrants @ $1,301.07 each.  The Scholzen fire hydrant bid is over stated by including (6) 4.5 foot fire hydrants @ $1,373.03 each and (6) 5 foot fire hydrants @ 1,481.92 each.  The penciled in totals on the Scholzen bid reflect the totals for either (6) 4.5 foot fire hydrants, or (6) 5 foot fire hydrants.
Because of the size of these purchases, we need a majority vote by the town council on which bids to accept.
