WORK MEETING

The work meeting commenced at 6:30 p.m.  

1. Discussion of the Latest Correspondence Concerning the City of Hurricane’s Role with the Hurricane Valley Fire District.
Bruce Densley reported that Hurricane has withdrawn from the District.  In response to a question raised by Bill Adams, Bruce Densley stated that no parcels within the Hurricane City limits will remain in the District.  The District will make arrangements through other entities to provide for certain areas with the District still receiving the income.  The issue was under review by the Lieutenant Governor and is expected to be resolved before the end of the calendar year.  

Mr. Densley indicated that the Town’s ISO rating is currently 6, which is an improvement from the former rating of 9.  Within the next 60 days the hope is that the rating will be reduced to 5.  Council Member Densley reported that he spoke to Chief Kuhlmann earlier in the day and plans to meet with him the following day to receive feedback from Hurricane.  He indicated that the next Fire Board Meeting is scheduled for the following Tuesday.  Mayor Grow also planned to meet with Chief Kuhlmann the following Monday.  
Mayor Grow suggested the ISO rating change be reported in the newsletter.  Citizens may want to bring the change to the attention of their insurance providers with the result potentially being lower rates.  He reported that the new Fire District will have a seven-member Board including the mayor and one elected official from each community.  Mayor Grow suggested that he and Bruce Densley serve in that capacity on behalf of the Town of Virgin.  

2. Discussion with New President of the BMX Dale McCorvey.
BMX President, Dale McCorvey, introduced himself and described his involvement and experience in BMX.  His intent is to improve the track and maintain an open line of communication with the Town.  Theirs is a non-profit organization and riders and their parents are very involved.  The track needs advertising help and Mr. McCorvey’s niece has been helping in that regard.  
Complaints received by the Town were reviewed.  Luke Stevens stated that the most common complaint has been with lights being on at night. Mr. McCorvey stated that steps were being taken to eliminate complaints.  Mayor Grow asked Mr. McCorvey to coordinate the track schedule with the Town Clerk.  

A new program was introduced that is expected to benefit the Town.  It will eliminate payments to the NDL with each rider paying NDL directly.  All that would be required by the Town would be to deposit checks.  Accounting issues were discussed.  Mayor Grow suggested a petty cash account be set up with receipts submitted when the petty cash is replenished.  

3. Discussion of Letter to BLM on Land Swap (Jeff Morby).

Mayor Grow stated that the Council agreed to sign the letter to the BLM.  He noted that there was previous discussion about specific conditions.  The intent was to include in the letter the list of conditions and make the BLM aware of the Town’s concerns.  The intent was to make it clear that the land swap is not an endorsement of any proposal and does not set a precedent.  Lee Ballard was concerned about the proposal and stated that the applicant to do various things on the property.  The Town recently adopted an ordinance that could allow what is proposed as long as the features that make it possible are not traded away prior to qualification.  Bruce Densley indicated that the language is clear that all Town rules and regulations must be adhered to.  Lee Ballard suggested the Town reserve final approval until the final plan is presented.  

It was suggested that the land swap matter be noticed in the newsletter and citizens directed to contact the Town with questions.  Timing issues were discussed.  
REGULAR MEETING

1. Call to Order – Mayor John Grow.
Mayor John Grow called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. 

2. Pledge and Opening Remarks.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

3. Declaration of Conflicts of Interest.
There were no conflicts of interest declared.
NEW BUSINESS
1. Discussion with Possible Approval of a Resolution for Zion Scenic Byway Corridor Management Plan – Gary Zabriskie.
Lee Ballard voiced her support for the Scenic Byway Corridor Management Plan.  Mr. Zabriskie reported that meetings will be held with other jurisdictions as well as the County in early January.  
Bruce Densley moved to adopt the Zion Scenic Byway Corridor Management Plan as indicated in the draft.  Lee Ballard seconded the motion.  Vote on motion:  Bill Adams-Aye, Bruce Densley-Aye, Luke Stevens-Aye, Lee Ballard-Aye, Mayor John Grow-Aye.  The motion passed unanimously.
2. Discuss Measures Needed for Virgin Town to Receive Tree City USA Designation – Kelly Washburn.
Kelly Washburn explained that Tree City USA is a voluntary program that serves as a partnership between several different organizations including the National Arbor Day Foundation, the League of Cities and Towns, and various State boards.  It is a program for communities to acknowledge that trees are important and take steps being to increase the number of trees.  Various criteria must be met to qualify for the designation.  They include:

· Having a tree ordinance in place; 
· Issuing a proclamation;

· Conducting a celebration;
· Having a community forest budget that is at least $2 per capita.  (This requirement can be met in a variety of ways including staff time to attend arborist training);  

· Forming a Tree Board or Committee.

Chris Holm was appointed by the Mayor as the Tree Board Chairperson.

Ms. Washburn noted that some of the requirements have already been met by the Town and stated that the Town still needs to form a Tree Board or Committee, which is where they fell short last year.  Each year a recertification is necessary, which was not submitted last year.  Budget issues were discussed as well as outstanding requirements.  Steps to be taken to ensure compliance this year were discussed.  
3. Review with Possible Approval of the 2011 Meeting Schedule for the Planning and Zoning Commission and Town Council.
Luke Stevens moved to approve the 2011 Meeting Schedule for the Planning and Zoning Commission and Town Council.  Bruce Densley seconded the motion.  
Lee Ballard inquired as to the meeting scheduled for December 28 and preferred that meeting be held on December 21.  The other Council Members preferred meeting on the scheduled date.  The schedule remained unchanged.  
Vote on motion:  Bill Adams-Aye, Bruce Densley-Aye, Luke Stevens-Aye, Lee Ballard-Aye, Mayor John Grow-Aye.  The motion passed unanimously.
OLD BUSINESS
1. Discussion with Possible Approval of the November 17, 2010 Town Council Minutes.

The minutes were reviewed and modified.  
Bruce Densley moved to adopt the November 17, 2010 Town Council Meeting minutes, as corrected.  Lee Ballard seconded the motion.  Vote on motion:  Bill Adams-Aye, Bruce Densley-Aye, Luke Stevens-Aye, Lee Ballard-Aye, Mayor John Grow-Aye.  The motion passed unanimously.
2. Discussion with Possible Approval of Invoices and Checks for November 2010.
Bruce Densley moved to approve the invoices and checks for November 2010.  Luke Stevens seconded the motion.  Vote on motion:  Bill Adams-Aye, Bruce Densley-Aye, Luke Stevens-Aye, Lee Ballard-Abstained, Mayor John Grow-Aye.  The motion passed unanimously with one abstention.

OPEN FORUM:

There were no open forum items.  
COUNCIL COMMENTS:  Discussion with Approval of:

Luke Stevens inquired about a pending grant.  Mayor Grow reported that the Town received $5,300 from the United Way that must be used for flood mitigation.  Council Member Stevens suggested the funds be used to purchase a sandbagging machine.  Mayor Grow supported the idea and indicated that the Town already owns pumps.  
Bruce Densley indicated that one of the priorities of the Fire District will be to locate a fire station in Virgin.  The cost of constructing a station was expected to be approximately $125,000 and provide space to improve the City Office and Council Chambers.  He wanted the citizens to know that there are some positive things happening in the Town.  ISO rating issues were discussed.  Lee Ballard indicated that the Mayor of LaVerkin mentioned that Hurricane leaving the District might improve the Town’s overall ISO rating.  Bruce Densley thought such an assumption was premature.  
Bill Adams stated that a flag pole was to be installed in front of the Town Office by a scout group.  He noted that he will provide the funding.  

Lee Ballard reported that the ZC3 Committee is moving forward to negotiate with the BLM in regard to Mosquito Cove.  She explained that Mosquito Cove is important to the Town because Virgin is down river and sanitation has been a problem for many years.  Over time the campground has become more and more popular.  Presently the BLM seems willing to work with the Town and the BLM’s Resource Management Plan shows that local entities can collaborate with them and contribute things of value to help move ahead.  Lee Ballard asked that the Council brainstorm as to what the Town could potentially contribute to help develop or reclaim the site or provide lodging to those who donate time to work on a site plan there.  
Lee Ballard brought up the issue of streetlights and stated that she has had a difficult time obtaining dependable information from Rocky Mountain Power.  She has, however, found that purchasing new poles for Desert Gardens will result in Rocky Mountain Power charging the Town $550 each.  She conducted research and found that new poles of a similar type are less than $200 each.  Presently, she was not ready to move forward with the proposed plan with Rocky Mountain Power.  She recommended the Town direct Rocky Mountain Power to continue with the removal of poles that will not be replaced.  The lights scheduled for removal were identified.  
ADJOURN PUBLIC MEETING:
1. Approve Motion to Adjourn Public Meeting.

Bruce Densley moved to adjourn the public meeting and go into Executive Session.  Luke Stevens seconded the motion.  Vote on motion:  Bill Adams-Aye, Bruce Densley-Aye, Luke Stevens-Aye, Lee Ballard-Aye, Mayor John Grow-Aye.  The motion passed unanimously.
The Town Council Meeting adjourned at 7:45 p.m.
