A RESOLUTION OF THE VIRGIN TOWN COUNCIL IN SUPPORT OF THE ROAD RESPECT CAMPAIGN—PROMOTING RESPECT AND SAFETY BETWEEN MOTORISTS AND CYCLISTS
WHEREAS, for more than a century, the bicycle has been an important part of the lives of most Americans; and

WHEREAS, today, millions of Americans engage in bicycling because it is a viable and environmentally-sound form of transportation, an excellent form of fitness, and provides quality family recreation; and

WHEREAS, the increasing number of cyclists and motorists sharing the roads creates potentially hazardous conditions for both; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Virgin finds that both cyclists and motorists share responsibility for road safety; and

WHEREAS, the education of cyclists and motorists as to the proper and safe operation of bicycles, cars, and road rules is important to ensure the safety and comfort of all users; and

WHEREAS, the Road Respect Program, the Zero Fatalities Program and cyclists throughout our state are promoting greater public awareness of bicycle operation and safety education in an effort to reduce accidents, injuries and fatalities for all.

NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Town Council of Virgin, Utah, as follows:

The Town of Virgin:

1. Proclaims support for the Road Respect Campaign and its message of promoting safety for bicycles and cars through adherence to the rules of the road.

2. Encourages all residents of Virgin to recognize the importance of bicycle safety and be more aware and respectful of cyclists on our streets and highways.

3. Further encourages all residents to operate bicycles in a safe and conscientious manner on our roads, being respectful of motorists.
